Tema 1:

The problem of violence

The problem which faces our society now is the problem of violence. The
latest statistical data say that violent crime is rising constantly in our country.
Banditism roams free, kidnapping is on the rise in our society - the mind fails to
comprehend and swoons. We know about crime not only from newspaper reports.
You turn on the TV and hear the news from the screen: —In the trunk of a car a
man’s body was found - there are signs of a violent death”.

People are robbed and killed even in the daytime. They are afraid to leave
their flats when it becomes dark. But even staying at home isn’t a guarantee for
safety. And as usual the criminals are not found by the police.

There are different explanations for this phenomenon. One of them is the
possibility to buy any kind of weapons. The weapon can be bought not only by
criminals but by the law- abiding citizens to protect themselves.

The growth of using drugs is one more reason. To buy drugs people need
money, so they try to get it by robbing, committing burglary or even murdering
people.

Another reason is the propaganda of violence by mass media and especially
television and films. Watching TV you are being fed with all kinds of killings,
beatings, gunfights and so on. Even the programmes for children are full of scenes of
violence. And it is not surprising that juvenile crime record is constantly growing.
Unfortunately violence has become an accepted way of life in our country.

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Tema 2:

Speaking about elections

According to the Constitution of the Russian Federation all organs of state
power are elected by the entire adult population on the basis of equal and direct
suffrage by secret ballot. The right to elect and be elected is guaranteed by the
Constitution. Elections in Russia are universal. It means that all citizens who have
reached the age of 18, irrespective of race, nationality, religion, education, domicile,
social origin, property status have the right to take part in the elections with the
exception of the insane. Under the law every citizen at of the age of 21 can be elected
to the state government bodies and local government bodies.

A parliamentary (general) election in the Russian Federation takes place every
5 years. It is preceded by a strenuous election campaign, which begins well in
advance of the election date.

Voting in Russia is secret. Any violation of this principle by officials or
members of electoral commissions, any forgery of ballot papers is a criminal offence
in our country.

The voters now get a broader opportunity to elect the people they prefer, and
their right of choice acquires complete freedom.

People must make a conscious choice regarding which of the nominees is more
knowledgeable or more energetic, and which of them has the needs of people.

Those eligible to vote must have their names entered in electoral registers.
Periodically the deputies will inform their electors about their activity during the
meetings with them and also with the help of mass media.

On the Election Day the voter receives a ballot paper where he puts a cross
opposite the name of the candidate of his choice. Then he puts it into the ballot box in
the presence of the representatives of the election commission.

Voting starts at 8 a.m. and is over at 8 p.m. When voting is over the election
commission opens the ballot boxes and counts the returns. Voting takes place on
Sunday.

Every fourth year the citizens of the USA elect their president. In November
voters in each state give their votes for candidates. By practice the electors must vote
for the candidate who gets majority of votes in their state even if his majority is very
small. Before voting in November every citizen must register in accordance with the
laws of his state. This gives him the right of participating in —primaries”. The US
constitution guarantees every citizen the right to vote but the states with the help of
numerous qualifications deprive a lot of people of this right. And those who do vote
can only make their choice practically between two sets of candidates - Democrats
and Republicans whose political platforms are practically alike.

Tema 4:

THE HIGHER BODIES OF STATE AUTHORITY IN THE RUSSIAN
FEDERATION

The Russian Federation is a democratic federative law-governed state with a
republican form of government. The Constitution of the Russian Federation and federal
laws have supremacy on the entire territory of the Russian Federation. The Russian
Federation is formed on the basis of a voluntary union of the republics. The President of
the Russian Federation is the head of the State. In accordance with the procedure
established by the Constitution of the Russian Federation he adopts measures to protect the
sovereignty of the Russian Federation, its independence and State integrity. The President
of the Russian Federation determines the basic objectives of the internal and foreign policy
of the State. As the Head of State, the President of the Russian Federation represents the
Russian Federation within the country and in international relations.

The President of the Russian Federation is elected for 6 years by citizens of the
Russian Federation on the basis of universal, equal, direct suffrage by secret ballot. Any
citizen of the Russian Federation not younger than 35 years of age, who has resided in the
Russian Federation on a permanent basis for not less than 25 years, may be elected a
President of the Russian Federation. By the Constitution of the Russian Federation, one
and the same person cannot hold the office of President for more than two terms.

The right to elect is guaranteed to all citizens of Russia who have reached the age of
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18 irrespective of race, nationality, sex, religion, education, domicile, social origin,
property status or past activity with the exception of those who are legally certified insane.

State power in the Russian Federation is exercised on the basis of its division into
legislative, executive and judicial authority. Bodies of legislative, executive and judicial
authority are independent. State power of the Russian Federation is vested in the President
of the Russian Federation, the Federal Assembly, the Government of the Russian
Federation and the courts of the Russian Federation.

The legislative body of the state authority is the Federal Assembly - Parliament of
the Russian Federation, consisting of two chambers - the Federation Council and the State
Duma.

It is elected for a term of 5 years. The Federal Assembly is empowered to deal with
all matters within the jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.

Laws of Russia are made by the State Duma and they are enacted by the Federal
Assembly or by a nation-wide vote.

The highest executive and administrative body of the state authority in Russia is the
Cabinet of Ministers i.e. the Government of the Russian Federation which is empowered to
deal with all matters of state administration within the jurisdiction of the Russian
Federation.

The Cabinet of Ministers co-ordinates and directs the work of all ministries and state
committees. Within its powers the Cabinet of Ministers ensures the direction of economic,
social and cultural development, drafts current and long term state plans for the economic
and social development of Russia and the Budget of the state, implements measures to
defend the interests of the state, maintains public order, guarantees and protects citizen’s
rights and freedoms; takes measures to ensure state security and so on.

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Tema 5:
ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

The judicial system in the Russian Federation is established by the Constitution of
the Russian Federation and federal constitutional law. Justice in Russia is administered by
the courts of different instances: the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court. Judges may
be citizens of the Russian Federation over 25 years of age with a higher education in law
who have served in the legal profession for not less than five years. Judges are
independent and are subordinated only to the Constitution and federal law.

The Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation provides interpretation of the
Constitution of the Russian Federation. The Supreme Court is the highest judicial body for
civil, criminal, administrative cases and for settling economic disputes. The Supreme
Court is the highest and district, (city) court is the lowest in the judicial system.

Judges of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation are
appointed by the Federation Council upon nomination by the President of the Russian
Federation.

The district (city) court is a primary link in the Russian Federation judiciary.

Most criminal and civil cases are examined at this level. The participants in the trial
are heard in the open court. All cases are examined by three judges. The judges are
independent and obey only the law. The judgement or sentence passed by the court of the
first instance may be appealed or protested against before the higher court. While passing
the sentence for the crime committed the court not only punishes a criminal but also
reeducates him.

The procedure of reviewing cases is exclusive and is called the supervision
procedure.

Supreme power of supervision over the strict observance of laws, by all ministries
and institutions subordinated to them, as well as by officials and citizens of Russia, is
vested in the Procurator - General of the Russian Federation who is appointed for five
years.

The agencies of the Procurator’s office performing their functions independently of
any local bodies, whatsoever, the Procurator - General of the Russian Federation
supervises their work.

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Tema 6:
State Structure of Daghestan

The multinational republic of Daghestan formed on the basis of equality and unity
of its peoples is a subject within the Russian Federation.

Daghestan has its own Constitution, its own coat-of-arms, flag and national
anthem. The Constitution of Daghestan expresses the will and the vital interests of the
entire peoples of the republic. The Constitution of the republic of Daghestan and its laws
reign supreme on its territory. Laws and decrees of the Russian Federation are exercised
by the state organs of Daghestan.

The Head of the republic of Daghestan heads the executive power of the Republic.
A citizen of the Russian Federation not younger than 30 years of age may be a Head of the
republic. The People’s Assembly is empowered to appoint the Head upon nomination by
the President of the Russian Federation. One and the same person cannot hold the office of
the Head of the republic for more than two terms.

The Head of Daghestan issues edicts and regulations and supervises their
execution. Edicts and regulations of the Head of Daghestan are binding on the entire
territory of the republic.

The Peoples’ Assembly is the Parliament of the republic. It is the highest
representative and legislative body of state authority of Daghestan. It consists of 90
deputies elected by direct universal suffrage by secret ballot. The Peoples *Assembly is
elected for a term of 5 years. It is composed of the representatives of all nations of
Daghestan. Any citizen of the Russian Federation who has reached the age of 21 and has
the right to take part in the elections may be elected a deputy to the Peoples’ Assembly. It
meets in session once a month except during parliamentary vacations. The sittings of the
Peoples’ Assembly are public. The Peoples’ Assembly is empowered to deal with all
matters within the jurisdiction of Daghestan. The People’s Assembly makes laws of the
republic of Daghestan.

The Council of Ministers, i.e. the Government of Daghestan, is the highest
executive and administrative body of the state authority of the republic. The Head of
Daghestan appoints with the consent of the Peoples’ Assembly the Chairman of the
Government of Daghestan.

In accordance with the proposals of the Chairman of the Government the Head
forms the Government of Daghestan. The Council of Ministers drafts current and long
term state plans for the economic and social development of Daghestan and the Budget of
the Republic. The Government of the Republic ensures uniform state policy in the sphere
of culture, science, education, health, social security and ecology. Within its powers the
Government implements measures to ensure lawfulness, civil rights and freedoms, protect
property and public order and combat crime.

The procedure for the activities of the government of Daghestan is determined by
the Constitution of the Republic and its laws. The Council of Ministers is accountable to
the Head of the Republic and the Peoples’ Assembly of the Republic of Daghestan.

Tema 7
The British Government

Great Britain is a monarchy, but the Queen of Great Britain is not absolute, but
constitutional. Her powers are limited by Parliament. But the power is hereditary, and not
elective.

The bodies of government of the United Kingdom are: those of the legislature,
which consists of the Queen and the two Houses of Parliament; those of the executive and
those of the judiciary.

The British Government consists of the Prime Minister and the other ministers, all
of whom are collectively responsible for every part of the Government’s administration.
All the members are appointed, formally, by the Queen, but she makes the appointment
entirely on the Prime Minister’s advice. The Prime Minister effectively appoints the other
ministers and may also require them to resign.

All the ministers must be members of the either the House of Commons or the
House of Lords and the minister may speak only in the House of which he is a member.
The Parliament being the highest legislative body makes laws, provides money for the
government through taxation, and debates political questions. The statutory period for the
duration of Parliament is five years. The highest executive body is the Cabinet, which
consists of the heads of the most important Departments together with a few ministers
without departments. The Cabinet is a motive power and a source of initiative in the
government. It is the Cabinet and not Parliament that runs and controls the nation’s affairs.
The Cabinet takes the effective decisions about what is to be done in the state. The Prime
Minister is usually the leader of the party that has a majority in the House of Commons.
Each new Prime Minister makes changes in the size of his Cabinet and creates new
ministries or makes other changes that are why the structure of the government is
frequently changed as new departments are set up or existing departments are merged.

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Tema 8:
THE AIMS OF LAW
Law has several aims. They are all concerned with making society more stable and

enabling people to flourish. The law forbids certain ways of behaving like murder*, libel*,
and requires others, like paying income tax*. If people disobey the rules* the law threatens
them with something unpleasant (often called a sanction*), like being punished or having
to pay compensation*. The idea is that within this framework of do’s and don’ts people
can live more securely*. If they are more secure they will treat one another better.

A second aim is the following. Laws guarantee to people who buy and sell goods, make
wills*, take employment, form companies and so on that the state will if necessary
enforce* these arrangements. A third aim is to settle disputes* about what the law is and
whether it has been broken*. Taking these three aims together, we see that law not only
threatens* those who do what it forbids* but promises to protect* people’s interests. It
Imposes restrictions®* on them but also gives them certain guarantees.

Lastly, a very important aim of law is to settle what the system of government is to be.
Today and for the last few hundred years we have been mainly governed by sovereign
states. That is changing. We are now increasingly governed, indirectly or directly, by
international bodies (for example the European Union). But the state still occupies centre

stage, especially when it comes to enforcing laws

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Tema 9:

WHAT IS A CRIME?

Crime is a part of public law - the law regulating the relations between citizens and the
state. Crimes are acts which the state considers being wrong and which can be punished by
the state. There are some acts which are crimes in one country but not in another. For
example, it is a crime to drink alcohol in Saudi Arabia, but not in Egypt. It is a crime to
smoke marijuana in England, but not (in prescribed places) in the Netherlands. It is a crime
to have more than one wife at the same time in France, but not in Indonesia. In general,
however, there is quite a lot of agreement among states as to which acts are criminal. A
visitor to a foreign country can be sure that stealing, physically attacking someone or
damaging their property will be unlawful. But the way of dealing with people suspected of
crime may be different from his own country.

Elements of Proof

In many legal systems it is an important principle that a person cannot be considered guilty
of a crime until the state proves he committed it. The suspect himself need not prove
anything, although he will of course help himself if he can show evidence of his
innocence. The state must prove his guilt according to high standards and there are
elements that must be proved.

In codified systems, these elements are usually recorded in statutes. In common law
systems, the elements of some crimes are detailed in statutes; others, known as —common
law crimes”, are still described mostly in case law.

There are usually two important elements to a crime: (1) the criminal act itself; and (2) the
criminal state of mind of the person when he committed the act. In Anglo-American law

these are known by the Latin terms of (1) Actus Reus and (2) Mens Rea.
